2. Made editorial changes and clarifications for belsgctions while the requirements remain the
same:
® Section 7: Small parts
® Section 26: Corrosive, irritant or sensitizing sabses
® Section 29: Stuffing

3. Removed the followings from Section 27:
® Permission for plastic material of toys for childréess than three years of age to contain
substances that are acceptable for use in foocagagk materials and food containers
® Prohibition of using phthalate to manufactsgdgt vinyl toys for children less than three years
of age because th#hthalates Regulations are already in place to cover this requirement.

4. Repealed the following battery requirement andnesthod:
® Section 431 eakage
® Schedule 9: Test Method for Batteries Used in Toys

5. Adopted good scientific practices for determiniogicity in Schedule 2 and human experience
